In response to the tragedy of September 11, 2001, Family Service, in partnership with a therapeutic arts organization JumpStart, developed a very special healing arts workshop for children and their families who lost loved ones. In the Healing Hands program, children create soothing “comfort crafts” while surrounded by their families and a caring staff. 

Participating children and parents make crafts that represent a comforting object and/or are made with a soothing artistic media, such as clay. Some of the items made include treasure boxes to keep mementos of those they lost, night-lights to help them in the darkness, and pillows for comfort and   cuddling. 

The Healing Hands program has now expanded to include any family in the Morris County community grieving the loss of an immediate family member.
